Daughter of Kamehamehanui, King of Maui and his royal sister Kalola, 
Ali'i Kapu of Maui and Hawaii. Kalanikauiokikilo later became wife of her 
father Kamehamehanui. She is the great grandmother of Solomon 
Peleioholani through that union. (See Maui genealogies). She is also 
called "Kalaniakua"  (general histories of Kamehameha) or "Kekilo" 
(Clarice B. Taylor). One of the last “niau-pio” High Chiefesses of “akua” 
or godlike rank in the Hawaiian Islands. (See her also in Big Island and 
Oahu genealogies)
